What does the fund invest in?

The fund invests primarily in real estate investment trusts (“REITs"), equity securities of corporations carrying on business in the real estate sector and debt or convertible
debt issued by REITs and real estate corporations. The fund may invest up to 30% of the net asset value in equity securities and convertible debentures of non-Canadian
REITs and corporations carrying on business in the real estate sector, so long as such securities are listed or quoted on a major North American exchange. At the Fund

Manager's discretion, the fund may be invested entirely in cash or cash equivalents.

How risky is it?
The value of the fund can go down as well as up. You could lose money.

One way to gauge risk is to look at how much a fund's returns change over time.
This is called “volatility”.

In general, funds with higher volatility will have returns that change more over time.
They typically have a greater chance of losing money and may have a greater
chance of higher returns. Funds with lower volatility tend to have returns that
change less over time. They typically have lower returns and may have a lower
chance of losing money.

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How much does it cost?

1. Sales charges

You can only buy Series A securities of the fund under the initial sales charge option. However, you can switch to Series A securities of the fund under the deferred sales
charge option if such option is available and you are switching from securities held under such option. The deferred sales charge schedule will be based on the date you
bought the first fund, and the rates and duration of such schedule shall continue to apply.

2. Fund expenses

More about trailing commission

The trailing commission is an ongoing commission. It is paid for as long as you own the fund. It is for the services and advice that your representative and dealer provide to

you.

Cl Global Asset Management pays the trailing commission to your representative's firm. It is paid from the fund’s management fee and is based on the value of your

investment. The rate depends on the sales charge option you hold.

The deferred sales charge trailing commission rate changes to the initial sales charge trailing commission rate upon completion of your deferred sales charge schedule.
