What does the fund invest in?

The fund's investment objective is to provide a balance between income and long-term capital growth, with a bias towards income, by investing primarily in a diversified
portfolio of fixed income and equity exchange-traded funds (ETFs) that generally employ environmental, social and governance (ESG) oriented investment strategies.

How risky is it?
The value of the fund can go down as well as up. You could lose money.

How much does it cost?

1. Sales charges

You can only buy Series A securities of the fund under the initial sales charge option. However, you can switch to Series A securities of the fund under a deferred sales
charge option if such option(s) are available and you are switching from securities held under such option(s) of a fund managed by us. The deferred sales charge schedule
will be based on the date you bought the first fund, and the rates and duration of such schedule shall continue to apply.

More about trailing commission
The trailing commission is an ongoing commission. It is paid for as long as you own the fund. It is for the services and/or advice that your representative and their firm
provide to you.

Cl Global Asset Management pays the trailing commission to your representative's firm. It is paid from the fund's management fee and is based on the value of your
investment. The rate depends on the sales charge option you hold.

Each deferred sales charge trailing commission rate changes to the initial sales charge trailing commission rate upon completion of your deferred sales charge schedule.
