The amount returned will be
the lesser of the amount you invested or the value of your investment if it has gone down. The amount returned only applies to the specific
transaction and will include a refund of any sales charges or other fees you paid.

You can also change your mind about subsequent transactions you make under the contract within two business days from the date you received
the transaction confirmation. In this case, the right to cancel only applies to the new transaction. The amount returned will be the lesser of the
amount you invested or the value of the fund units attributed to you if it has gone down.
